What is the Collections Information Repository?

The Collections Information Repository (CIR) is a web-based tool that gives federal agencies information on deposits and collections. CIR streamlines financial transaction information from all collections and settlement systems into one place.
Who uses CIR?
Federal Program Agencies (FPAs) use CIR to get detailed and summary-level information on revenue they receive.
The Bureau of the Fiscal Service uses CIR for reports and business intelligence information about collections processes.
Systems and settlement providers use CIR to report collections data.  
How do I enroll?
If you need access to CIR, contact a CIR Security User in your agency.
If you do not know who your Security User is, go to the Getting Help for CIR job aid.
If your agency has not yet enrolled in CIR, contact the CIR Call Center.

Blue Square: Source Systems for Data
Source systems are also known as Sending Trading Partners (STPs), Collections Channels, or Channel Applications.
 Orange Circle: Downstream Reporting
Downstream reporting systems are referred to as CIR’s Receiving Trading Partners (RTPs). These systems receive information from CIR and use it to meet their financial management and reporting responsibilities. 
The Flow of Data
 1. STPs receive and process Federal Program Agencies’ (FPAs) collections. Exceptions to the rule are FPAs and TGA banks that send collections information to directly to OTCnet for processing and lockboxes that send collections activity only to OTCnet and ECP for processing.
2. STPs send detailed collections transactions, where applicable, and deposit information to the CIR.  
3. RTPs process and reconcile files from CIR that support the reporting of Treasury Account Symbols (TAS)/Business Event Type Code (BETC) and Classification Keys (C-Key) data to meet end-of-day financial management and reporting responsibilities within the downstream systems.

As a CIR user, you can see your data through standard reports or XML files. 
You can run standard reports on demand or schedule them to run at regular times. You can look at standard reports in CIR, or you can download them to your computer. CIR allows you to pick the content and parameters you want in your reports. Content options include: 
· Detail only
· Summary only (deposit level data)
· Summary and detail
Parameter options include:
· Frequency of file generation
· Selection criteria (ALCs, accounts, date range, collections systems, etc.)
